31 陆续/lùxù

In Succession/One After The Other

Diànyǐng jiéshù le, dàjiā lùxù zǒu chū diànyǐngyuàn.

电影结束了，⼤家陆续⾛出电影院。

When the movie was over, people walked out of the cinema one after the 
other.

32 轮流/lúnliú

Take Turns

Wŏ zhàngfu hé wŏ mĕitiān lúnliú xĭwăn.

我丈夫和我每天轮流洗碗。  

My husband and I take turns doing the dishes every night.

33 哪怕/nǎpà



Even

Nǎpà zhǐyǒu yīdiǎn xīwàng, wŏmen yě dĕi shìshi.

哪怕只有⼀点希望，我们也得试试。

Even if there is only a little hope, we should try.

34 悄悄/qiāoqiāo

Quietly

Wèile bù yǐn rén zhùyì, tā qiāoqiāo de cóng hòumén zǒu jìnlái.

为了不引⼈注意，她悄悄地从后门⾛进来。

In order to not attract attention, she walked in quietly from the back door. 

35 亲⾃/qīnzì

Personally

Zhè dōngxi hěn zhòngyào, nǐ yīdìng yào qīnzì jiāogěi tā.

这东西很重要，你⼀定要亲⾃交给她。

This is very important, you must give it to her personally.

36 忍不住/rěnbuzhù

Unable To Bear/Cannot Help



Tīng le tā de xiàohua, wǒmen dōu rěnbuzhù dà xiào le qǐlái.

听了他的笑话，我们都忍不住⼤笑了起来。  

We couldn't stop laughing after hearing his jokes.

37 如何/rúhé

How 

Jīntiān miànshì jiéguǒ rúhé?

今天⾯试结果如何？

How was the interview today?

38 如今/rújīn

Nowadays

Rújīn yīngyǔ hěn rèmén.

如今英语很热门。

Nowadays, English is very popular.

39 说不定/shuōbudìng

Perhaps/Maybe



Nǐ zuìjìn yùnqi tèbié hǎo, shuōbudìng qù mǎi cǎipiào jiù huì zhòngjiǎng.

你最近运⽓特别好，说不定去买彩票就会中奖。

You've been very lucky recently. Maybe you will win if you buy some 
lottery tickets.

40 丝毫/sīháo

A Bit

Wǒ sīháo bù hòuhuǐ wǒ cídiào le shàng yī fèn gōngzuò.

我丝毫不后悔我辞掉了上⼀份⼯作。

I don't regret a bit that I quit my last job. 

41 似乎/sìhū

It Seems

Tāmen sìhū shì zài kāi wánxiào.

他们似乎是在开玩笑。  

They seemed to be joking about it.

42 特意/tèyì

Specially



Zhè běn shū shì wǒ tèyì wèi nǐ mǎi de.

这本书是我特意为你买的。

I bought the book especially for you.

43 通常/tōngcháng

Usually

Tōngcháng wǒ shuìjiào zhīqián huì kàn yīhuìr diànshì.

通常我睡觉之前会看⼀会⼉电视。

Usually, I watch TV before going to sleep. 

44 同时/tóngshí

Meanwhile/At The Same Time

Tā tóngshí chūbăn le liăng bĕn xīn shū.

她同时出版了两本新书。  

She published two new books at the same time.

45 相对/xiāngduì

Relatively

Zhège chéngshì de shēnghuó shuǐpíng xiāngduì bǐjiào gāo.



这个城市的⽣活⽔平相对⽐较⾼。  

The standard of living in this city is relatively high.

46 幸亏/xìngkuī

Luckily

Xìngkuī nǐ tíxǐng le wǒ, bùrán wǒ jiù wàng le.

幸亏你提醒了我，不然我就忘了。

Luckily you reminded me, otherwise I would have forgotten about it. 

47 依然/yīrán 

Still/As Before

Èrshí nián guòqù le, tā yīrán shì lǎo yàngzi.

⼆⼗年过去了，他依然是⽼样⼦。

After twenty years, he still looks the same.

48 再三/zàisān

Repeatedly/Again And Again

Tā zàisān kăolǜ hòu juédìng bù qù le.



他再三考虑後决定不去了。  

After thinking about it again and again, he decided not to go.

49 照常/zhàocháng

As Usual 

Suīrán wǒ jīntiān shēntǐ bù shūfu, dàn háishi zhàocháng qù shàngbān le.

虽然我今天⾝体不舒服，但还是照常去上班了。

Although I didn't feel well today, I still went to work as usual.

50 整个/zhěnggè

Whole/All

Tāmen zhěnggè wǎnshang dōu zài zhēngchǎo.

他们整个晚上都在争吵。  

They were arguing all night.

51 正/zhèng

Just/Exactly

Zhè zhèng shì wǒ xiǎng yào de.

这正是我想要的。



This is exactly what I want.

52 逐步/zhúbù

Gradually

Yào xuéhăo yī zhŏng yŭyán, nĭ bìxū zhúbù jīlĕi yŏuyòng de cíhuì.

要学好⼀种语⾔, 你必须逐步积累有⽤的词汇。  

To learn a language well, you must accumulate useful vocabulary gradually.

53 总共/zǒnggòng

Altogether/In Total

Zuótiān chīfàn wǒ zǒnggòng huā le yībǎi měiyuán.

昨天吃饭我总共花了⼀百美元。

In total, I spent 100 dollars for dinner yesterday.

54 总算/zŏngsuàn

Finally

Zuò le sān tiān huŏchē, zŏngsuàn dào jiā le.

坐了三天⽕车，总算到家了。
