to pick up

Tā bǎ dìshàng de qián jiǎn qǐlái le.

She picked up the money from the ground.

pá

  

to climb



Zhè shù tài gāo le, wǒ pá bù shàngqù.

This tree is so tall that I can't climb up.

zhuā

 

to scratch

Tā de shǒu bèi tā zhuā hóng le.

Her hand was red from scratching.

dīng

 

to stare at

Tā yīzhí dīngzhe wǒ kàn.

She keeps staring at me.

zhàn

  

to stand



Wǒ jīntiān zhàn le yītiān le.

I've been standing all day today.

zhǐ

 

to point

Yòng shǒuzhǐ zhǐ rén shì bù lǐmào de.

  

It's rude to point your finger at people.

tiǎn

 

to lick

Wǒ zài tiǎn bàngbàngtáng.

I am licking the lollipop .

jì

  



to tie

Děng wǒ yīxià, wǒ yào jì xiédài.

,   

Wait a second. I need to tie my shoes.

bàndǎo

 

to trip

Tā bèi yī kuài shítou bàndǎo le.

She tripped over a rock.

13

zuò

 

to sit

Hǎo lèi a! Wǒ děi zuò yīxià.

I am so tired that I need to sit down.

yáotóu



 

to shake one's head

Tā yáo le yáotóu shuō: “bùxíng!”

“ !”

She shook her head and said :“no way ”

dūn 

 

to squat on the heels

Tā dūn zài dìshàng wán shǒujī.

She is squatting on the ground and playing with her phone.

zǒu

 

to walk

Wǒ zǒubudòng le, nǐ děngdeng wǒ!

 

I can't walk any more. Wait for me!

kū

 

Cry

Nǐ kū shénme 

  

What are you crying about?

18

gěi 

 

to give

Máfan gěi wǒ yī zhāng zhǐjīn.

Please give me some tissue paper.

19

tiàowǔ

 

to dance

Tā zài gōngyuán lǐ tiàowǔ.

She is dancing in the park.



20

jiáo 

 

to chew

Tā zài jiáo kǒuxiāngtáng.

She is chewing bubble gum.

21

tuō

 

to take off (one's clothes or shoes)

Tài rè le! Wǒ děi tuō diào wǒ de wàitào.

It's so hot that I need to take off my jacket.

22

ná chūlái 

  

to take out

Tā cóng bīngxiāng lǐ ná chūlái le yī píng shuǐ.

She took out a bottle of water from the refrigerator.



23

bào

  

to hold or carry in the arms

Tā bàozhe péngyou sòng de wáwa shěbude fàngshǒu.

She is holding a teddy bear that her friend gave her and she doesn't want to let it go.

24

dǎ pēntì

 

to sneeze

Tā gǎnmào le, yī xiàwǔ dōu zài dǎ pēntì.

She has a cold and she has been sneezing the whole afternoon.

25

xǐng bítì

 

to blow one's nose

Tā zài xǐng bítì.



She is blowing her nose.

26

dǎ hāqian

  

to yawn

Tā tài kùn le, yīzhí dǎ hāqian.

She is so sleepy  that she can't stop yawning.

27

chuī

 

to blow

Tā bǎ shū shàng de huī chuī zǒu le.

She blew away the dust on the book.

28

rēng

 

to throw

Tā bǎ bù xīnxiān de miànbāo gěi rēng le.



She threw away the stale bread.

29

tāo

  

to pull out

Tā cóng kǒudài lǐ tāo chū le yī zhī bǐ.

She pulled out a pen from her pocket.

30

chōu

 

to pull out from in between

Tā chōu le yī zhāng zhǐjīn dì gěi wǒ.

She pulled out a facial tissue and gave it to me.

31

dǎgé

 

to hiccup



Wǒ zài dǎgé, nǐ néng bùnéng gěi wǒ yī bēi shuǐ?

I got the hiccups, can you give me a glass of water?

32

dǎ hūlu

 

to snore

Wǒ bù xǐhuan wǒ shìyǒu, yīnwèi tā měi wǎn dōu dǎ hūlu.

I don't like my roommate, because she snores every night.

33

késou

 

to cough

Tā yǐjīng késou le yī gè yuè le.

She's been coughing for a month.

34

qiāo 

 

to knock



Shéi zài qiāo mén?

Who is knocking on the door?

35

sǎodì

 

to sweep the floor

Wǒ měitiān doū yào sǎodì.

I need to sweep the floor every day.

36

tuōdì

 

to mop the floor

Sǎo wán dì zhīhòu, wǒ yòu děi tuō dì.

After sweeping the floor, I then need to mop it.

wén

 



to smell

Wǒ wénjian le yī gǔ chòu wèi.

I smell something bad.

cā

  

to wipe

Zhuō shàng de huī hào dà a! Wǒ děi  cā yīxià.

.

There is a lot of dust on the table and I need to wipe it clean. 

39

qiē

  

to cut

Wǒ zài qiē píngguǒ.

I am cutting an apple. 

40

bàn



 

to mix

Wǒ zài bàn shālā.

I am mixing my salad.

xǐ 

 

to wash

Jīnwǎn shéi xǐ wǎn?

Who will wash the dishes tonight?

42

shuāyá

 

to brush one's teeth

Wǒ měitiān shuā sān cì yá.

I brush my teeth three times a day.

bān

 

to move (sth relatively heavy or bulky)

Wǒ yīgèrén bān budong, nǐ néng bāng wǒ yīxià ma?

I cannot move this by myself, can you help me?

44

tuī 

  

to push

Tā yònglì bǎ mén tuī kāi le.

She used force to push the door open.

45

lā 

 

to pull

Tā bǎ mén lā kāi le.

She pulled open the door.



46

tí

 

to carry or hold (sth with a handle

Tā tízhe xínglǐ xiāng zǒu le jìnlái.

She walked in carrying her suitcase .

47

suǒmén

 

to lock a door

Zāogāo! Wǒ wàngjì suǒmén le!

Damn! I forgot to lock the door.

48

fú

  

to hold (support with the hand)

Xià lóu de shíhou yào fúzhe fúshǒu.

When you're going down a stair, you need to hold on to the handrail.



49

mō

  

to feel / to touch

Zhè jiàn máoyī mō qǐlái hǎo ruǎn ya!

This sweater feels so soft!

50

yǎo

 

to bite

Wǒ dānxīn nà gǒu huì yǎo wǒ.

I am afraid that dog might bite me.
